I.
CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Class called the meeting to order at 1:15 p.m.

Mr. Class stated this would be an informational meeting since there were not enough 

Board members present for a quorum to vote on anything.
II.
REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF LAST MEETING:


Chairman Class asked if any one had any comments on the minutes of the October 10, 

2007 meeting.  The minutes will be presented for approval at the December meeting.
III.
OLD BUSINESS:


Mr. Class stated a letter had been sent on November 12, 2007 to Mr. Mullaney at
the Attorney General’s Office along with a copy of the Victorian Village Relocation

Plan.  In the letter, Mr. Mullaney was advised that Mr. Durstein had reviewed the

Relocation Plan and found it to be compliance.
Mr. Denman stated that Ms. Sisco had provided the Authority with information on tax
parcels that may include a manufactured home community subject to assessment and 
based on a review for which we have no record of an assessment being collected.
On October 15, Mr. Denman, sent out letters to most of these communities which included a form to be filled out by them.  He has received several of these forms back and has received several telephone calls.  There were 8 manufactured home communities that were identified and they have come forward in response to the letter and have acknowledged they operate a manufactured home community and they have not been paying the assessment.  They are Nickols Trailer Park, Willow Tree, Mobile Home Village, Shockley’s, Bower’s Trailer Park, Countryside Mobile Estates, Appleby Park, and Woodland Manor.
Mr. Denman stated if we went back and assessed these communities from 2004 through December 2007, and based on the number of lots, it would bring in an  additional $17,000 in revenue. He has contacted the Division of Revenue.  The Division of Revenue has requested certain information that is needed in order to send out the necessary forms and bills.  Mr. Denman will gather this information and forward it to the Division of Revenue.
Mr. Denman will review the information received and follow up with those property owners who did not respond.

Mr. Reed stated this only covers Kent County and not Sussex County.  Ms. Sisco replied she still needs the tax ID numbers for those contributing to the fund from Sussex County so she can eliminate them from the large data print out she received from the Sussex County Planning Department and determine who is not contributing to the fund.  Mr. Sipple stated the next time the bills are sent out, a letter or coupon  will have to be included requesting they include their tax ID number with their payment.

Mr. Denman stated in regards to the McBride Shopa contract/engagement letter, he has the page with the billing rates to be attached to the engagement letter.  Mr. Class stated it could not be voted on today since there is no quorum.

IV.
NEW BUSINESS:


A. Administrative Report:


Ms. Sisco reported she had received two phone calls from tenants at Summit Bridge


Park.  At the last Board meeting, Mr. Heisler informed the Board that this park would


be closing and the lawyers were in the processing of preparing the letters to be sent


to the tenants advising them of the pending closing at the end of November 2008.

The tenants called to request applications to apply for tenants benefits.  Applications
and information have been mailed to them.


Ms. Sisco stated she also received a phone call from a tenant in Lone Star Mobile


Home Park regarding rumors of the park closing in the future.

C.  Appointment of Hearing Examiner

Mr. Denman stated a vote needs to be taken on the Appointment of a Hearing 


Examiner for the proposed regulation changes being presented at the Public

Hearing on December 10, 2007.  Mr. Dirk Durstein has agreed to be the Hearing 

Examiner at the public hearing. There should be an official designation of one prior

to the hearing. However, there isn’t a quorum at today’s meeting to be 
able to vote on this. 
Mr. Denman stated prior to the hearing date, he would get a vote of approval on

Mr. Durstein via mail from all board members.
