I.
CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Class called the meeting to order at 1:08 p.m.

II.
REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF LAST MEETING:


Chairman Class presented the minutes of the September 19, 2007 meeting for 

comments and corrections.   Mr. Fuchs made a motion to accept the minutes.

Mr. Reed seconded the motion.


After unanimous approval was given from the members present by voice vote, the


motion was carried. Abstention was voiced by Ms. Laushey, Mr. Paylor and Mr. 

Heisler since they did not attend the prior meeting.
III.
OLD BUSINESS:


Mr. Denman stated at the last meeting he offered to compose a letter to be sent


to non-contributing parks advising that the Board’s records indicate they do not 


contribute to the fund.  The letter would explain how the fund works and ask they
contact us and let us know their position. Many of these parks are going to respond
with the information that they already contribute to the fund, but under another name.

Some may respond that they are not aware of the law or are not subject to the

Assessment.


Mr. Denman asked the board to approve him sending a letter to potential

community owners who may not be paying the assessment.

Mr. Reed made the motion to authorize Mr. Denman to send a letter to those


manufactured home communities that may not be contributing to the fund.  Ms.

Laushey seconded the motion. 
After unanimous approval was give from the members present by voice vote, 
the motion carried.


Mr. Denman stated he will forward to all board members a copy of the letter


he sends out.


Mr. Denman then discussed the engagement letter from McBride Shopa and

Company, P.A.

A brief discussion followed on the terms of engagement and certain recommendations

made by Mr. Denman regarding changes to the letter.


Mr. Reed made the motion to accept the engagement letter submitted by McBride


Shopa and Company, P.A. with the changes recommended by Mr. Denman.

Mr. Fuchs seconded the motion. 
After unanimous approval was given from the members present by voice vote, the
motion as carried.

IV.
NEW BUSINESS:


Mr. Heisler stated he wanted to give the Board advance notice that tenants in the 


manufactured home community, Summit Bridge, will be receiving letters notifying


them of the pending closing of the park.  They will be informed to contact the


DEMHRA regarding benefits. 

A.  ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT:

Ms. Sisco reported that checks had been issued and sent to Ms. Florence Ceperich

and Mr. Paul Lovett reflecting the payment of benefits that were approved at the September meeting.  Letters declining payment of benefits were sent to Mr. & Mrs. Matt Hanna and Mr. Lewis Musser, former tenants of Lynn Lee Mobile Home Park
which was closed. Neither the park nor the tenants ever contributed to the fund.
B.  FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Sipple distributed the September financial report and gave a brief overview.


Mr. Fuchs made a motion to accept the financial report.  Mr. Paylor seconded the


motion.  After unanimous approval was given from the members present by voice


vote, the motion carried.


Mr. Sipple updated the Board on the upcoming annual audit.

Mr. Sipple asked the Board for approval of a Draw Request of $20,000 to be

deposited into the Operating Fund account for the payment of bills.


Mr. Heisler made the motion to approve the draw request for $20,000.  The


motion was seconded by Mr. Reed.  

After unanimous approval was given from the members present by voice vote, the

motion as carried.

Mr. Class distributed to board members a draft letter to be sent to the Attorney

General’s office asking him to address the Victorian Village issue.  

Mr. Class asked for any suggestions or corrections to the letter.  Mr. Fuchs

recommended that the word “recently” be deleted since the Board has been

discussing the  issue of Victorian Village for a long period of time.

Mr. Class stated he would make this correction and email a copy to all board

members.

C:  LEGISLATIVE ISSUES:
Mr. Denman stated the Public Hearing on adopting certain revisions to the existing

Regulations has been scheduled for Monday, December 10, 2007 beginning at 6:00

p.m. and ending at 7:30 p.m. in the Auditorium located at the office of the Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, 89 Kings Highway, Dover, DE, 19901.  Notice of the public hearing will be published in the Dover Register.
The proposed regulations approved at the April 11, 2007 meeting of the Authority will

set the maximum payment available to a landlord for a single section home and a 

multi-section home that has been abandoned or that has been determined to be

non-relocatable at $500.00 and $1,000.00 respectively.  Mr. Denman suggested that it would be appropriate to have someone other than himself act as the hearing examiner, in light of past criticisms regarding this objectivity.  Mr. Denman stated that he will see if he can get someone from the Attorney General’s office to act as the hearing examiner.

Mr. Denman stated there were legal issues which needed to be discussed regarding
these proposed regulation changes.  In order to address them, Mr. Denman suggested
that the Board go into Executive Session.

At 2:00 p.m., Mr. Heisler made the motion to go into Executive Session to discuss

the proposed regulation changes. Mr. Paylor seconded the motion.  


After unanimous approval was given from the members present by voice vote, the

motion was carried.

At 2:10 p.m., Mr. Paylor made the motion to come out of Executive Session.  The

motion was seconded by Mr. Fuchs.  

After unanimous approval was given from the members present by voice vote, the

motion was carried.


V.  ADJOURNMENT:


As there was no further business before the Board, the motion was made for 

adjournment by Mr. Heisler, seconded by Mr. Fuchs.  After unanimous approval

from the members present, the motion carried.
