I.
CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Class called the meeting to order at 1:11 p.m.

II.
REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Mr. Fuchs made the motion to accept the May 28, 2008 minutes.  Mr. Reed


seconded the motion.  Unanimous approval was given by all members present


by voice vote.  The motion carried.


Mr. Reed made the motion to accept the June 10, 2008 minutes.  Mr. Fuchs

seconded the motion.  Unanimous approval was given by all members present


by voice vote.  The motion carried.

III.
NEW BUSINESS:


A.  Administrative Report:


Ms. Sisco stated that House Bill 504 (Right of First Offer) was signed in July.
As a result, on August 29, 2008 she sent approximately 170 letters 
to manufactured home communities that have been contributing to the Trust Fund. 

In each letter she included a copy of House Bill 504 and a registration form. To date, 60 registration forms have been returned and 21 homeowner’s associations have called to register with the RTA.


Ms. Sisco reported that the sum paid to date to tenants in Lone Star MHP is 
$24,220.  The sum of $31,714 has been paid to tenants in Summit Bridge Park.
This amount does not include amounts requested for approval at today’s meeting.



Ms. Sisco stated she has registered to take an Excel seminar on September 18, 2008.


B.  Financial Report:

Scott Sipple gave a brief overview of the financial report.


Mr. Sipple stated a request has been made for a petty cash account to be set up for
Ms. Sisco to administer.  The petty cash account would be used for small expenditures
such as postage.  Ms. Sisco suggested the need for such an account in light of the 

postage expenses associated with the mailing of the House Bill 504 documentation.

Miss Rock made the motion to establish a petty cash fund in the amount of $500 for 

office expenses and that the petty cash fund be replenished on an as needed basis.
 Mr. Fuchs seconded the motion.  

Unanimous approval was given by all members present by voice vote.  The motion

carried.

Unanimous approval was given by all members present

by voice vote.  The motion carried.

Mr. Speraw was interviewed, and at

the completion of his interview, he did not participate in (nor was he present) during

any of the discussion regarding the Code Enforcement Officer position.

At 4:00 p.m., Ms. Rock made the motion to come out of Executive session. Ms.

Thompson seconded the motion.

Unanimous approval was given by all members present by voice vote.  The motion

carried.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER POSITION:
Ms. Thompson made the motion to make a recommendation to the full board to offer

a contract to one of the applicant’s for the Code Enforcement position.  Mr. Fuchs
seconded the motion.

Unanimous approval was given by all members present by voice vote.  The motion

carried.  At the next Board meeting, this recommendation will be presented to the
full Board for review and action.
